The Movement for the Liberation of Women was 
the first collective association of the autonomous 
feminist space. It was founded in 1975 by politically 
independent women and members of non-parliamentary 
left-wing organisations. The KAG argued that the self-
organisation of women into autonomous groups is a 
precondition for the success of their struggle. During its 
almost four years of operation, the KAG developed four 
thematic working groups: employment, nursery schools, 
ideology -media and sexuality- contraception.    
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
